Rural Vermont Volunteer Projects

If you have some extra time on your hands, and an interest in Rural Vermont’s vision of living soils, thriving farms, and healthy communities, we need your help! We’re working on lots of different projects right now, and you can help with most on your own time, either in your home or here at the office. Rural Vermont staff would provide as much staff support as is needed, though most of these projects will require folks with an independent work style and self-discipline. Annual Meeting Planning ( Rural Vermont’s annual meeting will be scheduled for April. We’re looking for one or several people to help with various aspects of planning this event. These include researching appropriate venues, scheduling the meeting and working out logistics, coordinating the silent auction, arranging for snacks & beverages, promoting the event (poster creation, tabling, etc.), and helping out on the big night.

Venue Research ( Rural Vermont is a statewide organization, and hosts events all over Vermont. We maintain a binder to keep track of all these different locations, and we are always seeking to add more. It makes a lot more sense to ask our supporters to compile a list of the public meeting spaces within their community than it does for RV staff to figure this out from afar!

Montpelier Fundraiser Planning ( As part of the Green Mountain Film Festival in Montpelier, King Corn will be shown on Sat Mar 29th. Rural Vermont and the Savoy are working together to bring one of the filmmakers to town, and we’ll be planning a pre-film meet & greet. We need the help of one or several volunteers to pull this together. This will include finding the right venue, brainstorming with staff about details, coordinating food, handling some promotion, and helping on the night of the event.
